March 3 drove to LA, flew to Dubai arriving midday March 4.
March 5 few to Kabul arrived late afternoon. Staying at ASSA guest house. Not very nice but secure.
March 6 prepared for meetings March 7 & 8. Spent substantial time with e-mails to Embassy personnel re our various proposals. Steve Hanchey is very responsive.

March 6, dinner with Abdul Hai.  We learned that World Bank has made an additional $20,000,000 available for SHEP round 2 of funding. Also, AH is encouraging regarding Kerry Hailey’s $10,000,000 proposal to create a women’s university with the disciplines of medicine, law and engineering.

March 7 continued to prepare for meetings. Went to Ministry of Higher Education and meet with Darwish who is finance officer for SHEP at the MOHE re funds owing to SDSU re Engineering. All approvals have been obtained and the documents now need to go to Ministry of Finance for transmission of funds. That should take place in a few days. Once March 21 is here things get put on hold for a month or two as the Persian new year begins and new budgets need to be approved. He is a sharp young man who will be good to work with if given the opportunity. He advises $20M SHEP 2 plan has been announced and plans are underway for universities to access these funds.  He arranged for us to meet with Mr. Abdul Rahim Wardak who is now head of the SHEP 2 program. We learned of allocations made available to NU. Funds are available for IT support which can be accessed quickly. However NU has yet to respond to the line items under which funds are allocated. He welcomes our assistance to help NU access funds earmarked for NU. He also wants us to meet with him and the new SHEP person assigned to be on site at NU. We will meet with both tomorrow. 

We then went to NEDA and met with Artem Belotski Technical Director. We were joined by Shakir and Siraj—the latter two who oversaw NEDA’s work installing fiber at NU. After discussing the issues at NU it seem apparent that the primary problem is lack of appropriate level of expertise and lack of initiative by the IT staff at NU. It was tentatively agreed that one or more positions should be posted and NEDA would be very much involved in any interview process and in recommending appropriate personnel. NEDA will provide to us a list of qualifications and job description(s) for the personnel needed. This is important since the IT staff will be working with NEDA as issues come up that need to be dealt with under the three year NEDA servicing agreement. That agreement covers all five NU sites. The V-SAT is being installed to help with trouble shooting when the main system goes down. We have received independent confirmation (Trevor) that the NEDA design makes sense from a cost benefit standpoint. We also agreed to further explore getting a signal to the male hostel either through fiber with an access point or an internet cloud covering much of the main campus. Finally, we were presented a paper setting forth the technical details to relay the signal to the four remote campuses. That work should start immediately.

We had dinner with former Rotary Scholar Hassan Ishaq. Today was his second day on his new job working for United Nations Mission- Afghanistan (UNAM) in the newly created children protection unit.  He will be documenting and dealing with issues of underage recruits serving in any type of military or police units. This not only involves youth serving on the Afghan side but serving on the sides hostile to Afghanistan and ISAF units. Hassan’s spirits are good but his outlook is very pessimistic. If the ISAF forces leave, the country will go into chaos but Afghans don’t like their presence nor do they like the Taliban.  Security is getting worse, corruption is at all levels of government. One has difficulty working in government and not being corrupt because of peer group pressure and repercussions.  Even the aid money that does get to its intended use is not very effective. He has no suggestions for what can make things better.  In three or four months, he will be stationed in Jalalabad which is his home city.

March 8 started with meetings at the US Embassy.  First we met with Maria Witz—a gender officer for USAID.  We discussed topics she will be discussing with Jalalabad females in our GCECP program through a Skype call March 17.  We also asked if she could inquire around regarding funding for the Jalalabad bridge project. She also introduced us to some folks in the USAID Education Division and Jerry in the contracts division.

We then met with Teri Mell who works for Dept. of State-Public Affairs. We talked about the next steps to get final approval for Teen Teach. We need to follow up back through Anna on updating the budget and responding to the items raise as related by Denise.  Teri and her team also will be reviewing the new Generation Leadership Program proposal. She was not familiar with the Peace Dialogue Proposal. It probably came through her division when she was on leave. We need to follow-up with Anna on the open items.

We then met with Steve Hanchey. He advised he really likes what we are proposing and wants to proceed as quickly as possible. He noted it makes sense to build on what has been accomplished particularly with the same players involved. One measure of our past success is the quality of the students he has been working with in sending some to India. He advises NU’s are every bit as good as the ones from Kabul. He advised that the grant officers are now requiring extraordinary detail since the HEP program had so many problems. (HEP not SHEP). So we need to do even more work in that area. The grant information needs to be inserted in the attached template but we still need to work in the format we have been using as well. He would like a budget narrative as part of the next round. He would like to see some reference to mentoring of students in addition to the faculty mentoring. My thought is that perhaps that could somehow be built into the student teaching component although the students in our program will most likely be much more skilled than the teachers in the classrooms where they are assigned. He would also like a copy of the final report presented to World Bank. He is interested if any of the training sessions could be in Kabul rather than abroad to keep the cost of that training down.  He understands fully that some folks are not allowed to travel to Afghanistan. That is a question for Marla and Mary Ellen to consider. If the training were to be in Kabul, Fary would travel with Marla and Mary Ellen to assist. I asked about the possibility of our program being a blueprint for other universities with our team assisting in implementation.  His response was a bit complicated but the bottom line is that he hopes a curriculum could be designed and implemented for all universities throughout Afghanistan. He would like to consider adding an independent assessment piece to our proposal and has someone in mind who lives in LA to carry this out. He said if we go this route another $50K should be added to the budget and it may stretch out the time for performance. He said it probably will take about three months to get this approved. We can tell he wants to be the champion for this proposal as it goes up the ranks.

We also discussed with Steve H. the CELC building we are constructing at the NU College of Education campus. He advised there would be funding through his office if we want to put in a technology driven ESL course for the College of Education students. This offers a very good opportunity to replicate some of what is utilized in the Language Acquisition Resource Center (LARC) at SDSU.  This funding will substantially enhance the functionality of the CELC building so that it not only is a facility to provide IT training for future teachers but also can be utilized to teach English using technology.
In the afternoon we met with Fareed-ud Din Noori  (fareed.din.noori@gmail.com )who is the recent hire to be the NU on-site SHEP 2 representative. We briefed him about  are activities to date relating to NU and what can be expected in the future—particularly in working to put together an IT team at NU Then back to the guest house to follow up on the day’s activities and plan for the Jalalabad activities which will start tomorrow. 

March 9 took helicopter to Jalalabad. We had been advised on our ticket we needed full body armor to [image: C:\Users\Steve Brown\AppData\Local\Microsoft\Windows\Temporary Internet Files\Content.Word\IMG_4950.jpg]be allowed on the helicopter. Couldn’t find any in the local Wal-Mart so went without it. No one cared.
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March 10 met with Brandon Mendoza at DAI/ASMED and reviewed Light up Jalalabad progress.  Also, met his boss Zach Baxter (Zach.Baxter@sai.com ) Talked about security issues.  The situation has deteriorated. The locals are pretty well spooked primarily because of the bomb blast at the Kabul Bank and the U-tube view showing the ruthless killer shooting people one at a time.  I took a picture from the roof the of the 40 meter tower we have had installed at the Teaching Hospital which will receive a relayed internet signal from the main NU campus.

Almas picked us up and we went to the CETL lab at the College of Education. Also went to the CELC building under construction. It is looking good.  We then met with the new female dean at NU College of Ed. She has her challenges. Looks like she has a strong deputy. We reviewed with them the operating plan we are proposing for the CELC building.

Then went to the GCEP Agriculture School and met with trainer and students. From there went to the GCEP Technical School and met with trainer and students.

Then had excellent lunch with Ishaq at the Texas A & M office. 

We then met with NU Chancellor Saber on campus. We discussed encouragement we received from US Embassy to receive funding to implement 4th year of ESL program. Discussed proposed use of CELC building including seeking funding from Embassy for technology based ESL program. He advised COE Dean had called him and did not want us to use upstairs for GCEP since it did not benefit her students.  Our response that we propose to put in an IT and ESL program downstairs to benefit her students so if she wants that we should be able to use GCEP upstairs.  Plus we should be able to secure funds to operate the building for two years and then turn it over the NU. We then talked about our meeting with the SHEP 2 folks at the MOHE and our meeting with NEDA. Chancellor agreed we should have ENDA submit a proposal outlining what the recommend for an IT team, expertise desired for each position, job responsibilities for each position, recommend salary ranges and training NEDA can provide.
We then went back to the TAJ and met with Israr and Sayad. They are very interested in providing the direction and supervision for the Teen Teach program. They also would like to develop a teacher training program for the Nasrat II teachers. This can be accomplished under the umbrella of the Academy they have recently established. They hope at some point to include a significant teacher training program as part of the academy and see working with the Nasrat II teachers as a good start.

We then adjourned to the bar and spent time with the Taj guests. Beer is now $8 per can—very sobering.

March 11 (Friday like our Sunday) we spent the morning at the Taj.  Met Anna for lunch at that Jalalabad airstrip US military base known as Fenty. Jenn and our Afghan driver J.D. were with us.  Plenty of food to choose from on the base with ice cream and caramel syrup for desert. We were joined by Anna’s colleague Joanne Jensen  jensenjr2@state.gov who will stay on the base after Anna leaves on July 31.

After lunch Anna arranged for Major David ???? to meet with us. He oversees some of the PRT funding. He advised that  the PRT has changed its priorities. It is no longer funding infrastructure and instead is focusing on building governmental capacity.  One of the lessons learned is that without decent governmental functions good infrastructure will not be put to good use--thus no PRT funding for the bridge project. He suggested with check with the governor’s office about the governor’s reconstruction fund. He says this fits their parameters and since we have some funds in though Rotary, they may approve funding. He also said they can make decisions quickly and the governor needs to step up his PR efforts in the Province. We were unable to make contact with the Governor’s office when I was in Jalalabad so Fary will follow up.

Anna showed us around Fenty. It is a very Spartan environment. She has a tiny shared room. The shower is about a five minute walk. Lounge facilities are minor.

(He is father in-law of NU Engineering Professor Ajmal who is completing his Master’s Degree at san Diego State University. We advised that we will be receiving two Smart Board donations and we need his office to sign for this. He did so and I will deliver the originals to Smart Board to start the donation process.  Fary and Almas received Smart Board training and a teacher in San Diego has agreed to assist in Afghanistan with installation and training.

We then talked about the Teen Teach program and the need tosuse24 classrooms this summer to have GCEP high school students teach English to students in grades 5-8. Israr and Sayad will help design the program and be involved in overseeing and assessing the same. He knows them and is agreeable to this. We have received funding approval subject to getting signed approval form Allah Dad and providing a couple of other things.

I mentioned we may be able to build a hall at Nasrat II school for the students still studying outside even after completing the 20 classroom school on that site. I observed it does not do much to advance education just to move the students and teachers from outside to inside if the quality of the teaching is poor. He liked that observation. We then discussed how we want to set up a teacher training program for the teachers at Nasrat II School. We have met with Israr and Sayad who have agreed to put this together. It turns out Allah Dad is a big believer in teacher training and using a student centered approach. He advises he has written on this topic. He would like us to proceed with this. We have funding through the Canadian Rotarians and Canada International Development Agency for this. 

Allah Dad then mentioned he would like to see a program put together the help graduating high school girls prepare for the Concord national Exam which they need to score well on to get into university. Presently such preparatory classes are only available for boys. Anna likes the idea and Ishaq and Fary will be working on a proposal for that.

We then went to the Medical School computer lab and met with our trainer Abdul Qahar. It is running well with male and female professors and students in the lab from 8:30 until 10:00 at night—men only at night. We have wireless outside the lab so some students sit on the floor with their laptops.
 We also have two computer sat the female hostile and internet cable to each of the sleeping rooms.  Abdu Qahar is also running a training program at the lab we put in at the teaching hospital involving 17 female professors. Part of that program is teaching them English. He soon will start computer classes at the mdwifery program at the public hospital. We have internet there and Fary is arranging for additional computer to be installed with the help of Almas.

We then went to Sharq television and radio studio for what we thought would be in interview with me. Instead we were put on a bit of a stage and held a conversation with about 40 students in a private journalism class at the studio.  The training program is funded by a USAID grant for about $280,000. It looks to be an excellent program. However, for whatever reason the funding does not include payment for internet connectivity. The studio is paying $600 monthly for a slow connection. For an additional $900 per month they can get 1 mbps dedicated with will be adequate for their program. They do quite a bit of uploading and downloading video.  I advised I would work on getting that additional funding. Their program goes through Dec. 31 of this year. If a subsequent grant is sought for the overall program it needs to include internet funding.  I received an e-mail the next day that the “interview” was on the web at: http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=jmk3WdfIxk0   Turns out it was a minor news report about our visit and we did not know they were filming us.
March 13 I was dropped off in a rock pile next to the tarmac at Fenty and waited for my helicopter to take me to Kabul. (Reflections on that later.) I had no ticket—just a phone call the day before to be at the rock pile at 10:00 AM.  The chopper kept its blades spinning with dirt flying everywhere, I got on and it took off. Almas and a couple of others met me once they found the obscure spot for the helicopter drop off at the Kabul airport.

I went to the US Embassy and met with Katherine Onorato OrantoKS@State.gov  We were supposed to meet with her on our inbound trip but she was out for the day at Nangarhar. She oversees some of the Embassy’s programs for higher education. I gave her my read on the history at NU for the last 8 years We talked about some of our initiatives at NU past present and proposed. I have some thoughts on these topics on my reflections below.

I went to the German guest house where I had previously checked in.  I had dinner there.  I had heard Chancellor Hamidzai (former Chancellor at NU) may be in Kabul and if so, he usually is in a university guest house literally next door.  I called him and we met after dinner. In January, he had resigned as Chancellor from the Kabul Education University. He gave away his Afghan belongings and moved back to Maryland.  Three weeks ago he was begged to come back as Chancellor so he agreed.  The university has 6.000 students studying education. It seems he has very little support although he will have access to SHEP II funds and maybe some Embassy funds. 

March 14 This morning caught a 7:40 AM flight to Dubai-nice Boeing 767 double aisle plane. I went through the usual eight check points, body pats baggage checks etc. arriving at the Dubai Le Meridian around noon.  I have been catching up on my journal since March 11.

Logistics and Reflections

About a week before coming here, we were advised by locals in Jalalabad that the security situation in Jalalabad had deteriorated significantly and we should consider postponing the trip. For me, postponing was not an option given my upcoming travel schedule. Cancellation was an option. But we were also planning to go to Oman on the front end of the trip for two reasons.   We wanted to thank some of the donors Omani who contribute the $93,000 to build the additional classrooms at the Rotary School in Jalalabad. Additionally, I have been appointed by the President of Rotary international to explore establishing Rotary in Oman.  I had meetings set up for both purposes. We were scheduled with tickets purchased and hotel reservations made to leave March 3 and I was scheduled to return March 18 and Fary April 14. The days before the trip I was following news in the Middle East closely. Oman has been a very peaceful place. Then Sunday before we were to leave, protests broke out in Oman with some loss of life. That took Oman off the table. At a minimum, no one would want to have a serious discussion about establishing Rotary in Oman when the governance of the county’s future may hang in some balance or at least be going through some changes.

After consultation with Afghan colleagues, I decided to still go to Afghanistan but keep my time in Jalalabad to a minimum—just enough time to deal with my top priorities.  I felt I could do that in there days on the ground. We also decided to keep our start date in place and just spend the time we would have spent in Oman in Kabul instead. That way we need not change airline reservations and meetings already scheduled at the Embassy. It also allowed for more time with colleagues in Kabul at time to spend at the Higher Education Ministry.  I explored at staying in more secure places in Jalalabad like the military base or a highly secured NGO guest house but those options did not pan out.  Fary and I quickly ruled out staying at the university guest house where we typically stay. Instead it turned out we stayed at the Taj.  I was advised to have no regular schedule, keep my meeting times to a minimum and only do what I feel is important—not do stuff just cause I want to. So I kept to that advice. I was able to do what I set out to do but was not able to do some things that come up as ideas to explore once we learned about them while here. But Fary will be following up on these things and other things.

Fary and I judge risk differently and have different levels of risk tolerance. Plus she has some chance of blending in and if in a pinch can at least talk with some of the locals. But her activities carry substantial risk as well. She will always be with a male driver who is a local and can assess risk as well. No one is armed nor do we have cars go with us with armed personnel. Sometimes we are asked in leaving secure places if we could like an armed escort to go with us to our next location and we decline.

So what is the same and what is different than my trip one year ago and looking back on my 10 previous trips. Kabul remains a large bustling city with horrible traffic sometimes taking an hour which could take 10 minutes at another time of day. Businesses are open everywhere and the city is alive.  Nothing is different than a year ago in that regard except there are many more police checkpoints as one drives around. Many more police cars are present as well. That is logical since a priority is to build the national police force. Yet I reflect back on our first and second trip when there were few cars on the road.  I have to believe that it is because of the billions of dollars the rest of the world has been putting into Afghanistan that money is available for all these cars, let alone all the other signs of construction.  A gigantic artificial economy has been created.

We were advised in our  meetings with Embassy and USAID personnel that there will be very substantial reductions in US government funding next fiscal year. This has two implications. First our sources of significant funding may dry up. But more importantly in Afghanistan some projects that have been started that are not internally sustainable will not continue. And frankly, little in Afghanistan can be self-sustaining because the government and it very subdivisions are very dysfunctional and corrupt.  A concern I have  is without a government that has funding for education—particularly higher education- how will future leaders receive the education they need?

Yet I understand donor fatigue.  Clearly we have war fatigue and after with and one have years following the removal of the Taliban why is it still important to put billions of dollars into the development of Afghanistan? What is the end game, where and how will it end?

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]Layered on top of the above issues is the difficulty now in working in Jalalabad. In the last month there have been two very troubling incidents. The suicide bombing and the point blank killing of innocent civilians at the Kabul Bank in Jalalabad.  I don’t recommend it but some of this was captured on the banks video surveillance cameras and has been shown on TV throughout Afghanistan. It is on the web at: http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=cELRYVoj1jI&feature=player_embedded    (I do not recommend looking at it but some have asked.)That was followed a few days later by another bombing at a mosque in Jalalabad. These attacks are not aimed at westerners. But even before these attacks, the local Jalalabad Afghans have been very concerned. Ishaq no longer is comfortable running his regular route. Afghans do not frequent the restaurants the used to go to. They avoid public gatherings. So while life looks the same in Jalalabad, the feeling is different. I think they were comfortable with my being there and how I went about things but I am sure they are glad to see me leave and not having had any problem.  I think I balanced the risk/reward quotient appropriately (easy to say since I did not have a problem) as demonstrated in the course of action for pending and future projects outlined below.

I thought about when I first arrived at Fenty and there was smoke  or dust so you saw the soldiers almost it like ghosts fully outfitted for combat with full body armor and helmets walking around with their various weapons and ammunition clips hanging from different parts of their bodies. . Inside the buildings there are many pictures of the soldiers who have been stationed at Fenty who have died in combat here.  It reminds me of the MASH TV series but perhaps for the first time here fully appreciating the combat zone we are in. I thought about seeing the drones arriving and landing on the strip and right next to me one came out of a hanger weaponized as it went by me. I saw an Apache helicopter fully weaponized take off . I was standing next to some big Chinook helicopters and a small one with Canadian markings on it. I could see a magnificent snowcapped mountain range in the background.  And then the helicopter came and I joined some US military who were on the helicopter. It was too noisy to find out where they had been or where they were going. In thinking about it, it seemed more like I was in a movie set rather than real life but this certainly is reality.  I know our programs are doing good--probably affecting thousands but it is such a drop in the bucket. I just don’t know what to make of our efforts.
