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Below is a brief summary of activities in June, 2010.
Internet Connectivity for Nangarhar University 
A bid has been received to provide stable electricity to the dish location on the main campus. We are awaiting approval from NATO to proceed with the work. It will be paid for from NIG funds provided by NATO. Work remains underway to relay the signal from the dish on the main campus to the four university locations in the city center. The present contract that provides connectivity to those sites expired on June 30, 2010 but a two month extension has been negotiated paid for by NATO/VIZADA.  This continues to provide the internet signal to—the NU Computer Science Department, College of Education Training Center, Medical School, and Teaching Hospital. The Computer Science Department mis-handled the Wi-Max receiving station and asked us to replace the damaged equipment. We have declined and suggested that the university needs to be responsible for maintenance issues. The university is seeking capacity building funds administered through the SHEP program to handle these types of requests.
The fiber has been installed at the Bibi Mariam Girl’s High School. It will be connected to the signal NATO is providing when the dish becomes active on the main campus. 
Scholarships for Online Medical English Education

Eleven of our twelve participants in the on-line Medical English successfully completed the program. One participant did not take all of the required quizzes but successfully passed the main exams. 

Telemedicine continues to be explored
A digital camera has been purchased for Dr. Ihsan Ullah (Kamawal) a Jalalabad dermatologist. U.S. Dermatologist Dr. Steven Emmett has approved the quality of digital images the camera provides. The camera will be shipped to Dr. Kamawal in July.
Nangarhar Public Hospital

The computer lab at the mid-wifery school and the computer lab at the nursing school have been successfully connected to the internet. A brief summary prepared by our on-site coordinator of steps undertaken is below.

·  The Area members were really glad and thanked Light Up Jalalabad for this internet connection.
College of Education Learning Center (CELC)
We have asked an Afghan engineering professor studying at San Diego State University to complete the engineering work needed before construction can commence. That work should be complete by mid-July. The order has been placed for the furniture for the two computer classrooms.
