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Below is a brief summary of activities in May, 2010.
Internet Connectivity for Nangarhar University 
The fiber optic network cable has been completed at the main campus of Nangarhar University. The dish being provided by VIZADA has been delivered to the main campus.  Certain electrical issues need to be resolve before the dish is activated. These have to do with having dedicated stable electricity to the dish and having a system in place to provide uninterrupted power when service from the grid is interrupted. University engineers are working on these issues.  We are concerned that this may not be receiving a top priority. Work is also underway to relay the signal from the dish on the main campus to the four university locations in the city center. The present contract that provides connectivity to those sites expires on June 30, 2010. If the issues relative to the VIZADA dish are not resolved by June 30, we will use LUJ funds to continue to pay for service to three of those sites—the College of Education Training Center, Medical School, and Teaching Hospital.
We have strongly encouraged NU administration to provide for IT administration by applying for capacity building funds available through the SHEP team at the Ministry of Education. Brown and Moini met with SHEP representatives in April of 2010 and were advised such funding would be available to build an IT Department at NU. However, NU administration has been slow (to say the least) to respond to this urgent need.

 Additionally, a proposal has been received from NEDA to have the fiber installed at the Bibi Mariam Girl’s High School. The proposed cost is $11,810. We will use LUJ funds to pay for this. We have requested that work commence .NATO has agreed to provide the connectivity to the Bibi Mariam School at no charge through April 2013. The Foundation has set up a computer lab at this school and is providing instruction
Two additional  Schools have been added to Light Up Jalalabad
On May 9, 2010 computer labs at the Jalalabad Agriculture School and Jalalabad Technical School were dedicated.
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  The lab at the Agriculture School (pictured on the left) has eight computers connected to the internet. A trainer has been hired who was a successful graduate of the Foundation’s GCE Program. Brown and Moini are seeking partnerships with Future Farmers of America programs to communicate with the students at the Agricultural School.
The lab at the Technical School (pictured on the right) has seven computers. Again the trainer is a successful graduate of the GCE Program. Brown and Moini are seeking partnerships with technical schools in the U.S. to communicate with the students in the technical school.

120 students from both schools are presently enrolled in the computer classes now being offered.
Scholarships for Online Medical English Education

We are advised by course administrators all students are progressing well in this course which will be complete at the end of June. 

Telemedicine continues to be explored
The internet connection has been brought to Dr. Jan Agha’s clinic. We are now determining what additional interphase equipment is necessary so that remote diagnosis can be made for imaging. Medweb has offered to donate its server to facilitate the telemedicine. 
As previously reported, Brown and Moini met with Dr. Ihsan Ullah (Kamawal) a Jalalabad dermatologist. U.S. Dermatologist Dr. Steven Emmett has recommended specifications for the appropriate digital camera to be purchased for Dr. Kamawal. We are confirming these specifications at this time

Nangarhar Public Hospital

A Wi-Max receiver has been purchased and presently is being set up at Nangarhar Public Hospital. This will support bringing the internet to the mid-wifery computer lab and nursing computer lab at the hospital. Twenty Norton anti-virus software licenses have been purchased for installation at these labs.  The system should be operational in June, 2010.
College of Education Learning Center (CELC)
A favorable bid has been received by a reputable contractor who the Foundation is working with on a separate project. Additional engineering work has been provided and the contractor is having his own engineer provide additional specifications. Construction will begin when the engineering work is completed. We hope that will be sometime in June.  An assessment is underway to provide for the furnishing of this facility. The Foundation should receive a furnishing proposal soon.
Internet Café
The market survey is complete and a startup capital budget has been prepared. We have requested an operating budget as well which will be received shortly. Upon review and approval of the operating budget, we will authorize proceeding to set up the internet café.
